Solitaire The

Solitaire is an independent production realized by Francesco
Campanini-Cinematographic Productions and Videos. It is the
sequel of Nel Cuore Della Notte, low-budget noir realized in 2002
and released on DVD by Storm Movie in 2005. The attention
gained by the first film (which participated in the 2002 edition of
the Courmayeur Noir In Festival) pushed the young director,
Francesco Campanini, already editor and producer associated with
Nel Cuore Della Notte, to purchase its copyrights. Thus was born
Solitaire, metropolitan noir bringing back the character Leo
Piazza, “melvillian” gangster played by Luca Magri.

“I wanted to continue to tell the story of the criminal world and
universe — says Campanini — and to bring them in front of a larger
audience, thanks to a more compelling story and a higher budget
in respect to the preceding film.” Solitaire, after its presentation in
the preview at the Courmayeur Noir in Festival 2008, will be
released in cinemas in its national territory, before coming ashore
a market that is not only Italian.
